	To consider request from Town Deal Board for acquisition of land to build Community Hub.
Louise Fox, Programme Manager at CDC, addressed the meeting. She explained that the new Community Hub is to be built using funds from Stainforth Town Deal and will remain in the ownership of City of Doncaster Council. The preferred location for the build is on Stainforth Recreation Ground, on a section of land adjacent to the play area which STC are trustees of. The new building will house the Library Service, Family Hub and Stainforth Smile. It was explained that CDC are requesting that the land needed be transferred as freehold to CDC from the Town Council at nil cost. Town Deal funds are tight and the whole of which is needed for the build. 
Following this explanation Ms. Fox left the meeting and discussion took place. The Clerk explained that she has contacted the Charity Commission to query whether this can legally be done and how the TC should proceed. 

Members agreed that they are happy with the location but would like to wait for a response from the Charity Commission before making any decision or agreement in principle to CDC. 

Members expressed that they would be happy to lease the land to CDC at nil charge.

No decision was made, awaiting response from Charity Commission regarding legalities on freehold transfer.
